Samuel heard 
someone calling him and tried to answer.

	 he little boy was an answer to his  
	 mother’s prayers. Hannah had prayed 
for a son. She had promised God that she 
would give her child to Him to be His servant. 

And so it was that she took her little boy 
Samuel to live with priest Eli in the tabernacle. 
Samuel was very helpful and 
was like a son to Eli.

Samuel became a joy and 
delight for the old priest. And 
Samuel loved the old man.

“In those days the Lord did 
not speak directly to people 
very often” (1 Samuel 3:1, ICB). 
But God would soon speak to 
Samuel in a most unusual way.

Eli’s eyesight was failing. He 
was almost blind, and he really 
needed Samuel’s help. One 
night Eli and Samuel had gone 
to their rooms and were about 
to fall asleep when suddenly 
Samuel  heard a voice calling
